


	


The Scarlet Key has been awarded for over 75 years to recipients who have demonstrated outstanding student leadership at McGill University. In broad terms, the purpose of the award is to recognize and celebrate the extra-curricular accomplishments of McGill students.

Selection Criteria
A Scarlet Key recipient is an individual who goes above and beyond the call of duty, is truly committed to the McGill community, inspires and motivates others, and demonstrates unselfishness, perseverance, passion and creativity. If one can say — without hesitation — that others have benefited extraordinarily from this person’s involvement, then she or he is deserving of recognition. 

The Scarlet Key Society accepts applications from candidates as well as nominations by others within the McGill Community who believe that an individual is deserving of the award. Please keep in mind that if the candidate’s contributions involved remuneration (academic, financial or otherwise), then the standards imposed for awarding the Key will be higher. It is not essential, however, that candidates demonstrate activity in a wide range of activities. Successful candidates may have distinguished themselves with one particular organization, activity, or event.
There is no limit to the number of awards that may be given out in a particular year. 
 

Eligibility 
To be eligible for the Scarlet Key Award the candidate must be a McGill student who has completed at least two full-time semesters and is in satisfactory standing, or a McGill graduate. Beyond the requirement that candidates be in satisfactory standing, grades will not be considered.  Transcripts should not to be submitted and information about grades should not be included on any other materials. 
 

Requirements
Application packages must be submitted by email to scarletkey.alumni@mcgill.ca before:
Friday February 17, 2012 at 5:00 PM. Late/incomplete applications will NOT be accepted.

2. Response to the essay questions.
3. One (1) reference letter, if candidate is nominated or two (2) reference letters, if candidate is a self-applicant, following the Scarlet Key Reference Letter Form.
4. The name and contact information of one additional reference.
[bookmark: _GoBack]5. An outline of your most important contributions in 200-250 words maximum, with your take-home messages highlighted in bold. Should you receive the Scarlet Key Award, this “mini-bio” will be posted publicly on the Scarlet Key website and will be read out loud during the Scarlet Key Pinning Ceremony, while the McGill Principal or her delegate presents you with your Scarlet Key pin.


Important note: Please remember that the Scarlet Key Award is granted based on qualities of leadership exhibited through a significant contribution to the McGill community rather than mere participation in a wide variety of activities. As such, candidates are encouraged to describe relevant accomplishments in detail, articulating their impact on the McGill community with particular attention to the selection criteria outlined above. When applicable, candidates are also asked to disclose any remuneration received in the context of the contributions outlined in their application.
